For a long time | have wanted to write a book of lute lessons. While | made no deliberate
attempt to imitate a particular 16th century lutenist, | did try to imagine myself as a musician who
was well-traveled and long-lived (perhaps very long-lived!). With that in mind, | freely drew upon
stylistic characteristics from many different countries and periods within that century, hopefully
devising pieces that are unique but would have also been “possible” at the time. Contained
within are fantasies, dances, grounds, and a few straightforward intabulations. The pieces are
moderately difficult and in keys that are friendly to the lute. The second book will explore more
distant keys, challenging positions, and denser counterpoint. | hope that any errors will be
forgiven and that you will enjoy playing these pieces.
